When | was a youngster one of my younger brothers received an Ant Farm as a birthday gift. You might remember
them...a thin clear plastic box, a bag of sand and a vial of live ants. Dump the sand into the box, place the ants in the
box and they would go to work tunneling through the sand as we watched. Fascinating. The only problem was they all
eventually died because there was no way to sustain the colony. | remember my brother wishing that he could somehow
do something so that they would live. Perhaps learn to talk ant, take the form of an ant, be born as an ant, live as an

ant, and communicate as an ant. Then he could help them live.

You know where | am going with this. Jesus did exactly what my brother Bill wanted to do. In St. Paul's Letter to the
Philippians we read: “Though he was God, he empted himself taking the form of a servant being born in human
likeness.” That is what God did. He didn’t mail a letter, send an e-mail, text, or shout from heaven. He did the one thing
we could understand. God himself came down and entered the human race. He became one of us so that forever we
would hear him saying: “I love you.”

Would | have done it that way? Probably not. I'd had a press conference ... sold tickets, made a big deal so all the world
could see. But that's not God'’s way. Instead of TV cameras, there is a frightened father, an exhausted mother, a dirty
stable in wintertime, swaddling clothes and a feeding-trough. There he is, ignored by the mighty and powerful - the Deity
in Diapers. Immanuel, God with us. It's so simple that you know it must be true. Only God would have done it that way.

In Northwest Volusia County

The Diocese of St. Augustine and the Diocese of
Orlando are now collaborating to serve the poor of
NW Volusia County, thanks to a new cooperative
service initiated by the two Catholic Charities agencies
operated by these two dioceses.

Hundreds of needy farmworkers and other residents
from NW Volusia County, who reside within the
Diocese of Orlando including the Cities of Seville,
Barberville, Deleon Springs and Pierson, seek help
from the Catholic Charities in the Diocese of St.
Augustine at its regional center located on the campus
of St. John the Baptist Church in Crescent City,

Putnam County.

This new service arrangement was developed through
the cooperation of Alan Rettig, Regional Director

for Catholic Charities of Central Florida in Volusia
County, and Olga P. Lara-Moser, Coordinator of
Farm Worker Ministry for Diocese of St. Augustine
Catholic Charities.

St. Augustine Diocesan staff provides: counseling,
casework, emergency family services and food pantry
services. Orlando Diocesan staff helps provide:
resources, financial support and food for needy
individuals and families living in NW Volusia, who
account for one-third of the total clients served by this
service center in Crescent City.
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Greater cooperation in service to the poor is now available
thanks to St. Augustines Diocesan Farmworker Ministry
staff including (I-r): Rosa Gomez, Olga Lara-Moser

and her husband Alvin Moser, and Alan Rettig from the
Diocese of Orlando.

Olga Lara-Moser, Rev. Jhon Garnizo, Pastor of St. John
the Baptist, and Alan Rettig check out some 200 baskets
that were distributed for Thanksgiving this year. 70
of these recipients live in Volusia County. Olga notes:

“When it comes to food, we have always provided groceries
to all who come to us in need regardless of their place of
residence. If they are hungry, they eat.”

To help provide food for residents served by the
Diocese of Orlando and seeking help at this Catholic
Charities program in Crescent City, please review these
service adoption opportunities as you consider helping:

Please Note: The demand for donated food is greater
than current supplies available in both dioceses, thus
food is often purchased to replenish shelves and
transported greater distances causing food costs to

spiral higher during these difficult times.
